Please re-read the tournament description and familiarize yourself with the round times.

If you have kids playing as well, please review the Parent Responsibilities. Also, contact Lori
(registrar@austinchesstournaments.com) if your Family-Child team is not listed on the pre-
registration list. By registering a player for a tournament hosted by Rocks & Rocks, you as a
parent/guardian/coach/chaperone have agreed to abide by these guidelines. Open section
adults may want to have another adult available if you also have a younger child playing, in case
your games go long.

No bye changes or section changes are available for round 1 after 9am on Friday. Please do
NOT email other requests after 9am Friday. Open Section - talk with your TD or come by the
computer room about any bye requests. K-12 Elite players - visit Chess Control for those
requests. You have until the end of round 2 to request or remove other byes.

If your plans have changed and you will not be attending, please email me asap!!! As detailed
on the event website, refunds for withdrawals were only available until midnight,
Wednesday 4/9/2025. But it is still helpful to know if you cannot attend.

There is good parking at the school and across the street. DO NOT park in front of the Doctor’s
office. Do not risk being towed! Please allow extra time to park, come inside the building, and
find your room.
